There is some confusion at this point of when and where the wise men came onto the scene and at what point Joseph was warned to flee into Egypt. We know that Jesus was young-how young is not known. He could have been anywhere under 2 years of age, for that is the length of time that the wise men had traveled upon first sighting the star. However it is highly possible that the start appeared before Jesus was even born and that the arrival of the wise men was close to the birth of Jesus Christ. Jesus, when he was slightly over a month old, was taken to the Temple in Jerusalem to perform things according to the law. It could have been slightly after this event that the wise men met up with Him, perhaps just outside of Jerusalem or somewhere on the road to Bethlehem. Herod sent them to Bethlehem but they followed wherever the star took them The Bible never says they actually went to Bethlehem – although it is possible since the towns were close enough together that Joseph could have stayed in Bethlehem while performing the rites according to the law.
